Safety

MATHESON's Down Flow Canister is filled with media (dry
chemical pellets) that can remove unwanted ‘target’ gases
from process exhaust streams. The type of media used

is exactly tailored to the target gas to be removed. The
canister is designed to accommodate a range of process
exhaust streams flows.

Please read the media SDS and contact
your local MATHESON representative if
you have any questions about the media,
target gas or process flow regime.
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*KF connections are a sexless design. The seal is a rubber/elastomeric O-ring mounted
in a centering ring, which aligns the flanges and holds the O-ring in position. Each
flange has a chamfered back-surface and is mated by a circumferential clamp tightened
by wing-nut. KF is also called QF, NW, and occasionally, DN.

Installation

« After removing the canister from its outer packaging,
position so that your process outlet lines up with the inlet
on the canister and your exhaust connection point lines up
with the outlet of the canister. Note if using a thermocouple
probe it may be easier to install this into the thermocouple
well prior to lining up inlet and outlet connections.

= Carefully remove the KF40 shipping cap from the canister
outlet port. Next remove the KF40 shipping cap from the
canister inlet port.

= Connect your process KF40 outlet with the canister KF40
inlet and your KF40 exhaust line with the canister KF40
outlet.

- If you are connecting to a gas sensor, remove the face seal

cap from the sensor tube and connect your gas detector.

« Secure the canister in place and lock the wheels by

depressing both wheel locks.

» MATHESON recommends performing an outboard helium

leak check on all fittings made. Note an inboard leak test is
not recommended as the media can be highly porous and
may not be evacuated to the low levels required by a leak
detector.

« Purge the canister with 20 bed volumes of inert gas following

the leak check.
